Call for applications
For the National Higher Education Scholarship for the 2026/2027 academic year 

Applications may be submitted by students attending full-time bachelor's or master's level program.  (Students who are going to complete their bachelor's degree at the end of the current academic year and begin a master's program in September 2026 are also eligible to apply. If they are admitted and awarded the scholarship, they will receive it from the institution of higher education where they will be pursuing their studies.)
The institutional evaluation process is set forth in the University of Debrecen's Student Fees and Compensation Regulations.
If a student's status is terminated or suspended for any reason, the national higher education scholarship cannot be disbursed.
Eligibility requirements: 
· outstanding academic performance in the last two completed active semesters
· earning at least 55 credits in the last two active semesters
· outstanding work in the professional field.
The national higher education scholarship is awarded for one academic year, 10 months, and amounts to 40,000 HUF per month, pursuant to Section 114/D(1)(c) of the Act on National Higher Education (Nftv).
Applications must be submitted in person (Veres Péter Dormitory, DE GTK Registrar's Office, ground floor, Office 3) or sent by post to Debreceni Egyetem Gazdaságtudományi Kar Tanulmányi Osztály (4002 Debrecen, Pf.:400) before 12:00 p.m. on Wednesday, 8 July 2026.
Application for national higher education scholarship must be written on the envelope.
Those who are planning to complete exams in August should also submit the application by 12:00 pm, 8 July 2026, and at the same time inform the Registrar's Office of their intention to do exams in August so that the average is recalculated.
The application has to include: 
· Application cover page indicating: Application for national higher education
· The application has to be addressed to the minister responsible for education
· The application form (that should be filled in, dated and signed) can be found on the homepage
· Certificates on professional activities (pl. research work, professional public activities) performance in the last two academic semesters counts
· Copies of language exam certificates
· Certificate on academic performance from the Neptun (the Registrar's Office will print it for everybody; it does not need to be submitted with the application) 
The faculty ranking will be determined at the Faculty Council’s July 2026 meeting.  
The list of students receiving the grant will be published in October 2026.
